However, in line with
Eskom'’s intention to pursue up to 20 000 MW of nuclear power generating capacity an application for the
second nuclear power station may be submitted by Eskom soon after the submission of the Final
Environmental Impact Report for Nuclear-1.

The 24 specialist investigations, which have been undertaken as part of this EIA, for the proposed Nuclear
Power Station and Associated Infrastructure, have been completed. The outcomes of these studies and
recommendations have been assembled and integrated into the Draft EIA Report.

As a registered stakeholder, the EIA Team wishes to advise you of the availability of the Draft EIA Report for
review and comment during the period 06 March 2010 — 10 May 2010 (66 days i.e. an extens ion of 21 days
to the 45 day comment period).
