The aims of the meeting included the following: 
 

1. Provide feedback on the process followed to consider the alternative substation site 
suggested by Prof. G. Steyn; 

2. Formally notify the landowner of Eskom’s intention to consider the property in question as a 
possible alternative site for the proposed Anderson 400 kV Substation; 

3. Conduct a brief site visit to view the property (i.e. Portion 82 of the Farm 488); and 
4. Discuss the way forward in terms of Eskom’s technical investigations and the EIA activities to 

consider the site as an alternative.

The table below summarises salient points discussed during the meeting. 
 

No. Statement Response Action 

5.1 Donavan Henning (DH): Explained that after Prof. 
G. Steyn had suggested the alternative site, Eskom 
first needed to confirm that it was a feasible option 
in terms of (amongst others) geotechnical 
conditions (desktop), gradient, size, floodlines, 
other servitudes, and future SANRAL extensions to 
the N4.

5.2 DH: Noted that in terms of the EIA Regulations, the 
landowners needed to be formally notified of the 
intention to consider their property as an alternative 
site to undertake a listed activity.

5.3 Gert Steyn (GS): Noted the following aspects that 
made the new site preferable to the two alternative 
locations discussed in the Scoping Report: 

• Area is disturbed; 

• Sense of place will not be adversely affected, 
with an existing substation already situated 
adjacent to the property, the nearby N4 
highway, and other surrounding land uses that 
would not regard the development to be 
conflicting; and 

• The current route of one of the proposed 
transmission lines passes in close proximity to 
the site.

5.4 GS: Indicated that the landowner would prefer that 
the entire property be purchased by Eskom, should 
it be deemed suitable for the substation.
