675 MW through a more efficient process, Eskom Holdings Limited is proposing 
the conversion of the nine OCGT units at this existing Power Station to a Combined 
Cycle Gas Turbine (CCGT) Power Station.  The proposed conversion involves the 
establishment of infrastructure associated with CCGT units and will be developed 
on the site of the existing Ankerlig OCGT power station.

In order to transmit the additional power generated at this power station to the 
National electricity grid, Eskom Holdings Limited is proposing the construction of a 
400kV transmission power line between the Ankerlig Power Station and the Omega 
Substation (located on the Farm Groot Oliphantskop 81), a distance of 
approximately 20 km.

In terms of sections 24 and 24D of the National Environmental Management Act 
(No 107 of 1998), as read with Government Notices R385 (Regulations 27–36) 
and R387, a Scoping and Environmental Impact Assessment are required to be 
undertaken for this proposed project.  This project has been registered with the 
National Department of Environmental Affairs and Tourism under Application 
Reference Numbers 12/12/20/1014 (power station conversion) and 
12/12/20/1037 (transmission line).
