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5. Engagement Overview and Summary

5.1 Intfroduction

relative to the conditions of the Environmental Management Programme. An Independent Auditor is
appointed to comply with Condition 4.3 of the EMPr and is required to form part of the project team and be
involved in all aspects of project planning that can influence environmental conditions on the site. The
Environmental Auditor should assess compliance with the EMPr monthly and be responsible for providing
feedback on potential environmental problems associated with the development.

7.2 Background

The activities for this project include the construction of a Power Line and Switching Station at Eskom
Zonnebloem, Nkangala District Municipality, Mpumalanga Province. It is understood that any activity can
pose various risks to the environment as well as the residents or businesses in the surrounding area. These
possible risks should be considered during the planning phase of the development. An Environmental
Management Programme (EMPr) was required to set the guidelines for effective mitigation of these risks.
The implementation of this EMPr, through the appointed contfractor, remains the responsibility of the
developer.

The purpose of the EMPr is also to provide guidance to the project team regarding the management of
the environmental impacts and all waste generated. The EMPr will further assist in the prevention of
pollution that may arise from the general waste that could be generated. In general, the purpose of this
EMPr is to formulate migratory measures that should be made binding to all contractors during the
demolition and construction period. The EMPr needs to be seen as a management tool which is
proactive. It is thus required to protect the natural, social and socio-economic environment during
construction of the road widening. This EMPr is intended for the management of all impacts caused. This
EMPr is, therefore, a stand-alone document, which must be used on site.

This document should be flexible so as to allow the contractor to conform to fthe management
commitments without being prescriptive. The management commitments prove that the anticipated risks

on the environment will be minimised if they are adhered to consistently. The onus set out in the EMPr rests
with the main Contractor and subcontractors, which promotes responsibility and commitment.
